Concerning Regional Economic Modeling, Inc. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Authorize the Executive Director to sign an amendment to the memorandum of agreement with 

Tampa Bay Regional Planning Council for an additional year as a user of the Regional Economic 

Modeling, Inc., for a fixed fee amount of $5,530.50. 

BACKGROUND: 

In 2005, the Council entered into a memorandum of agreement with the Tampa Bay Regional Planning 

Council to be a user of the Regional Economic Modeling, Inc. economic impact model. The Tampa Bay 

Regional Planning Council is a licensed user of the model by Regional Economic Modeling, Inc. The 

Tampa Bay Regional Planning Council is authorized to issue user rights to other parties subject to 

collection of a fee to be paid to Regional Economic Modeling, Inc. At this time, Tampa Bay Regional 

Planning Council is proposing to extend the Council's existing memorandum of agreement for a one-year 

period for a fixed fee of $5,530.50. 

The Regional Economic Modeling, Inc. model is based upon an input-output engine and provides the 

Council, our local governments, economic development agencies and others with a dynamic tool for 

economic and demographic analysis and forecasting. It uses national data calibrated for the region, but 

also can accept local data sets to enhance its accuracy. This model can review system-wide effects over 

both short- and long-range time horizons, include economic and fiscal impact analyses, policy impact 

analyses and economic development/redevelopment analyses. The model can be configured to either 

address the entire region of any number of county-based subsets of the region, as well as including 

counties in adjacent regions. 

Council staff has used this model to evaluate the impact of several projects throughout the region. 

Examples of projects include an advertising agency in Alachua County, a hotel and a redevelopment 

project in the City of Gainesville, a sanitary sewer system in the City of Archer, a recreational vehicle 

resort in the City of Hawthorne, a food processing plant in the City of Newberry, a computer technical 

support call center, manufacturing facilities and sports complex in Columbia County, a hypothetical 

manufacturing plant in Gilchrist County, an ethanol plant in Hamilton County, a refrigerated container 

manufacturing plant in Madison County, a manufacturing facility and a sawmill plant in Suwannee 

County and an electric power generating plant in Taylor County.

Community Transportation Coordinator Selection for 
Columbia Hamilton and Suwannee Counties 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Authorize the use of the non-competitive selection process to designate the Community 
Transportation Coordinator for the Columbia, Hamilton and Suwannee multi-county service area. 

BACKGROUND: 

The Council is the Designated Official Planning Agency for the Transportation Disadvantaged Program 
in Columbia, Hamilton and Suwannee Counties. The Florida Commission for the Transportation 
Disadvantaged requires that the designated official planning agencies recommend a Community 
Transportation Coordinator at the end of each contract period. 

Suwannee Valley Transit Authority is the designated Community Transportation Coordinator for the 
Columbia, Hamilton and Suwannee multi-county service area. Suwannee Valley Transit Authority's 
Memorandum of Agreement will expire June 30, 2021. According to Section 287.057(3) (e)12, Florida 
Statutes, the Council, serving as the Designated Official Planning Agency, may choose to recommend a 
governmental entity, such as the Suwannee Valley Transit Authority, as the Community Transportation 
Coordinator without using a competitive selection process.

BACKGROUND 

Due to several recent traffic incidents resulting in serious bodily injuries and fatalities, particularly along 

State Road 26 (University Avenue) adjacent to the University of Florida campus in Gainesville, the City 

of Gainesville, along with Alachua County and the University of Florida, are encouraging the Florida 

Department of Transportation to make pedestrian safety modifications to the road. 

In 2015, the Metropolitan Transportation Planning Organization for the Gainesville Urbanized Area 

consisting of the Mayor and all six city commissioners and all five county commissioners completed the 

State Road 26 I University A venue Multimodal Emphasis Corridor Study. Since that time, the pedestrian 

safety recommendations of the Study have been included in the Metropolitan Transportation Planning 

Organization List of Priority Projects. 

The Department of Transportation has completed a pedestrian traffic signal advance timing project at 

intersections adjacent to the University of Florida campus. A pedestrian-only cycle study at the West 

University Avenue and West 13th Street intersection has also been completed. 

At the January 28, 2021 Council meeting, the Council voted unanimously to send letters to the City of 

Gainesville and Alachua County supporting their efforts to encourage the Florida Department of 

Transportation to make pedestrian safety modifications on State Road 26 (University Avenue) adjacent to 

the University of Florida campus in Gainesville. Please find attached proposed letters supporting their 

efforts.
